Tuesday
LO: To form an impression on the characters from the 1st chapter
After reading the 1st chapter, focus on the four children in the photo on page 8 and discuss, what the reader knows about each child and their relationship with the others. Refer to details in the text and their impressions from the photo. Label the picture with the information that is in the text on each character. The photographer as a fifth character. What do you think is his relationship with the children in the photo?
Pick a photo from Resource 2 and create a word portrait for each child in the photo. (The word portrait can be a list of words and phrases, or a couple of sentences describing their physical characteristics, including clothes and physical features, and speculating on their personality, such as witty, likes teasing girls, popular, lazy but clever, etc.) The students should decide why the photographer was taking the photo, and when and where.

LO: Apply knowledge to understand the meaning of new words
Re-read pp. 29-30 up to ‘nomads’. What does ‘nomad’ mean? What does this say about the boys? Find 2 synonyms. Complete the vocabulary cards (below) in respect of this word.
