Monday
LO: Identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning
We will be becoming ‘good guides’ and writing a guide to our school for pupils who are arriving from Mongolia. We are looking at making the pupils feel welcome. We will also want to ‘sell’ the school and its features. Look at the guide to the Adventure Centre (WAGOLL) below which is a good example of a guide.
Complete the attached rectangle with regards to the organisation, grammar choices and recording choices. Consider how the structure contributes to meaning.
Focus in on purpose, audience and form. Look at the friendly informal tone with more formal information in places. Why is the chosen formality important in each case? 
Look where brackets and dashes have been used. Dashes have been used when mentioning helmets to draw the reader’s attention, whereas the brackets provide additional information. Teach when each form of punctuation is used for parenthesis. Using some contextual sentences, pupils try out each form of punctuation before recording and justifying their choice. Which is most suitable and why?
Tuesday
LO: Note and gather initial ideas
What would Chingis and Nergui need from a guide if they were arriving at our school from Mongolia? Come up with 5 or 6 potential headings – how to find us, lunchtime information etc. generate ‘what pupils arriving from Mongolia would need to know’ about each section. Record ideas under headings on what information you think that the pupils coming will want to know about the school. Think about what you would want to know (What do you want to know about your secondary school?)
Wednesday
LO: Use a range of devices to build cohesion and modal verbs
Explore some of the cohesive devices in the WAGOLL, such as adverbials, determiners and varied references to the same subject. Use sentences in the WAGOLL to imitate and create new sentences related to pupils’ ideas for headings and the notes that have been taken
Now look at Modal verbs which allow us to recommend/nudge our readers sometimes and can be quite useful in guides. I have listed some of them below. [image: ]
