• The school immunisation team will be visiting our school on 29th November to 
administer flu vaccinations to Years R-6. This is given as a nasal spray. If you

November via the online form, which can be found at: Winter Flu Vaccination 
programme : Hampshire Healthy Families 
• All children aged 2 or 3 years old on the 31st August 2023 are eligible for a 
seasonal flu vaccination; please note that this will not be given at Pre-School.

parents who ensure that their child’s attendance is above 95%. This gives children 
the very best education and chance of succeeding. Other than for illness, absence 
should only occur in exceptional circumstances and holidays taken in term time will 
not be authorised. If your child is absent parents/carers should contact the school 
EVERY DAY that your child is absent from school. If 10 sessions of unauthorised 
absence (a session being a morning or an afternoon) are recorded in any 10 week 
rolling period Penalty Notices may be issued to each parent.
