 • Whilst we recognise that occasionally exceptional circumstances may result 
in a late arrival to school, we continue to monitor persistent lateness. 

Arriving on time to school enables your child to start their day calmly, allowing 
them to be mentally and physically ready to learn and ensures they do not 
have unnecessary gaps in their knowledge caused by missing key 
information. We know that persistent lateness can result in children missing 
out on key literacy and numeracy skills and knowledge. If your child is late to 
school on several occasions we may request a meeting with you to discuss 
how this can be resolved. Learning starts promptly in class at 8.30am. 
• Holiday Club bookings are now being taken for February half-term. Please 

log into your Scopay account to make bookings. The holiday club price of £30 
per day includes a morning and afternoon snack; children will need to bring 
their own packed lunch. We offer a £10 per day discount for all siblings who 
are also attending Holiday Club on the same day. Payment can be made with 
childcare vouchers if preferred; please contact the office for further details. 
The day runs from 8am until 5pm, with drop off between 8-8:30am and pickup 
4:30-5pm. Please note holiday club sessions are non-refundable.  
• As you may be aware childcare funding changes are being made from 

April 2024. From 1st April 2024, up to 15 hours funded childcare will be 
available to working families in England with 2 year olds; funding will apply 
from the term after the child turns 2 years old. You will need to apply for an 
eligibility code to access this funding. The deadline for applications for the 
summer term is 31st March. Further information can be found here under
