» As we approach the final half-term of the school year we need to settle all
outstanding money on Scopay accounts. Please log into your Scopay
account to check your balance and make payment; alternatively payment
can be made by cash or cheque at the school office. Please consider any
remaining meal choices from now until the end of term (£3.00 per school
meal) to ensure that your account remains in credit until the end of term.

» We will be increasing the cost of Badger’s Rest sessions from September
2024 to: Breakfast Club (7.30-8.30am) £5.50 per session; After-School Club
(3.15-6pm) £12 per session; Holiday Club (8am-5pm) £35 per day and £25
per day for subsequent siblings.

» From September 2024 Pre-School fees will be increasing to: 2-year olds
£6.50 per hour (i.e. £29.25 per morning; £42.50 all day); 3-4 year olds: £6.30
per hour (i.e. £28.35 per morning; £40.95 per day). This has been a
considered increase and we are pleased to be able to offer the highest
quality provision at a competitive hourly rate. These rates will be set until
September 2026.

* Bookings can still be made for May Holiday Club via the school office or
direct with Emma Hodkin on: 07445 378433. Please ensure you have credit
on your Scopay account before requesting a booking is made. N.B. Bookings
can now be made for Summer Holiday Club via your Scopay account.
